Ursula K. Mindler-Steiner was born in Horn, Austria. She studied history and “combined studies” (called
“Europe”; economics, law, and languages) at Karl Franzens University Graz (KFU) in Austria and Uppsala
University in Sweden, before earning her Ph.D. in History from KFU-Graz. Ursula’s work on the National
Socialist functionary Tobias Portschy (2006)" was awarded the Fred-Sinowatz-Wissenschaftspreis, and
her more recent research on the Jewish community of Oberwart/Felsé6r in Austria (2012)° won both the
Fred-Sinowatz-Wissenschaftspreis (2012) and the Victor Adler Staatspreis-Forderungspreis (2013).

In addition to her research, Ursula served on the faculty at the Center for Jewish Studies at KFU-Graz
and worked as lead curator for Austrian museum exhibitions on National Socialism and Jewish History.
